The past simple

work, finish, end, want, move, act, be, leave, find, do, give, have, see,
start, happen... make...

What did you do on the weekend?

They visited Ho Chi Minh’s mausoleum yesterday.
Tom went to see a soccer match last Sunday afternoon.
Mark didn’t go out last weekend.

Simple past: regular and irregular verbs

o Use the simple past to talk about completed actions in the past, often with a
specific time reference (yesterday, last Sunday afternoon, last weekend, etc.)

e Add -ed to regular verbs to form the simple past in affirmative statements.

e Some verbs are irregular in the past.

Negative Subject + didn’t + base form of the verb.
She didn’t finish college.
Her parents didn’t have a lot of money.
Question Did + subject + base form of the verb?
Did people like her television program?
Did she make movies?
Short Yes + subject + did.
answers Yes, she did.
No + subject + didn’t.
No, she didn’t.



The past simple with wish

I wish I lived in a big city. It’s so boring in the country.

I wish I could sing.

I wish my life was more interesting.

Dan wishes her neighbors wouldn’t make so much noise.

I wish I had seen that movie.

o wish with a past-tense verb expresses a wish for things to be different.

The present perfect

I've already seen that movie.

Have you ever spent time outdoors? - Yes, I have. / No, I haven’t.
I’ve grown vegetables in my backyard.

My family has had a lot of pets.

I’ve never gone to school late.

Present perfect for indefinite past: ever, never

e Use the present perfect when the exact time of an action is not important
or when events have happened at an unspecified time in the past.

e Use have or has + past participle to form the present perfect.

o Use ever + present perfect to ask a question.

o Use not or never + present perfect to make a negative statement.

The passive

1. Study the examples of the passive verbs.

Many accidents are caused by careless driving.
I’'m not often invited to parties.

How is this word pronounced?

How much money was stolen?

Many rooms in this hotel have been redecorated.

A new supermarket is going to be built next year.

e Passive voice is used when the focus is on the action.

e The passive is be (am/ is/ are/ was/ were/ have/ has been) + past
participle (caused/ invited/ pronounced/ stolen).

e We use be + a past participle after will, be going to, can, must, have to,
should ...

evening), in a few months (= a few months from now), in six months (= in
six months’ time).
